According to the Disciplinary Trends report on the state LPC Website, 41.7% of 
2005 offenses were violations of the Code of Ethics, 16.7% were related to Sexual 
Misconduct, and 8.3% each were for Criminal History (listed twice), Breach of 
Confidentiality, Unprofessional Conduct, and Dual Relationships. Consequences ranged 
from reprimand to revocation and surrender of license. Dr. Kit Harrison will provide 
info on how to avoid practices or situations, which can result in disciplinary actions.
